Frequently Asked Questions

Q: How do the units affect airbags? 

A: Virtually all airbags are designed to deploy upon a sudden change in inertia and most deer collisions do not result in a sudden vehicle stop, thus the guards would have no effect on airbag performance or deployment. Please feel free to contact us with any additional questions.
Q: How difficult is it to install a Deer Guard? 

A: Most installations take an experienced installer about one hour to complete using basic hand tools. An installation manual will be provided with your order.  Adding the Full or Wrap Around Guards to a Center Section that has already been installed will take approximately 15 minutes.
Q: How much will I save in accident damage with a Deer Guard? 

A: Although it is impossible to predict the exact extent of damage, customer feedback has implied that MOST deer hits produce NO damage to the guard or the vehicle. If you consider the cost of one of our guards versus the costs of vehicle repairs, injuries, and time spent injured and unable to work, it is evident that The Guardian is an investment in safety that pays for itself.
Q: Can these guards be installed on any passenger vehicle? 

A: Because the Deer guard is specifically designed to provide unparalleled protection and are only as durable as the structure they are mounted on, we recommend they only be installed on full framed vehicles (e.g. trucks, SUVs, Crown Victoria's, etc.) to achieve the full benefit of their heavy duty design. 
Q: How much is shipping and handling? 

A: Shipping and handling varies by model, shipping location, and the number of guards being shipped.  Submit a quote via our online Quote Form and we can provide these costs.
Q: Are quantity discounts available? 

A: Yes, fleet discounts are available. Please fill out our online Quote Form (located on the home and contact pages, and we can provide this information.
Q: What advantages do I get with a wrap around deer guard versus a full deer guard versus a center section? 

A: Wrap Around covers the radiator area, extends out to protect the headlight area and also wraps around the side of the vehicle. Full Guards cover the radiator area, but also extend out to protect the headlight area. The Center Section covers the center of the vehicle.  Pictures of each type guard are available on the home page.
Q: Will I be able to take the Deer Guard off my old vehicle and put it on my new vehicle? 

A: If the vehicle is the same make and model, that should not be a problem. However, every few years there are design changes to the vehicles that may prohibit this, please contact us with any questions or concerns.
Q: Are there any vehicle insurance companies that offer a lower insurance rate or deductible if I have a Deerguard on my vehicle? 

A: Contact your insurance company to determine if they provide any such discounts.
Q: Do you repair Deer guards (if needed) after hitting a deer? 

A: In most cases there is no damage, however if there is significant damage please feel free to contact us with your concerns.
Q: How long will it take for delivery after I place my Deer guard order? 

A: Orders for guards can be shipped within 2 weeks if the order is for a vehicle that we have already completed the guard design. It can take 4-6 weeks if the guard is for a model where the design has to be completed. Be advised however that delivery times do vary with large or custom orders.
Q: Are your guards painted or chromed? 

A: All our Guards feature a durable black powder coating.
Q: What is a powder coat finish and how durable is it? 

A: Powder coat painting is an industry standard for products constructed of heavy duty material and for products that get a lot of use (e.g. plows, hitches, gym equipment, etc.). Powder coat painting is a magnetically applied coating that is baked on and designed to provide a beautiful, and very durable finish.
Q: What tools are needed? 

A: A set of drill bits up to 9/16". 
A hand drill. 

A set of wrenches. 

An impact wrench (socket & ratchet will work). 

A tape measure. 

A small level.
